Course Description: This is a basic English as a Second Language course designed to enhance and develop the listening comprehension of nonnative speakers of English.  Through class conversations, individual and group listening exercises and lab work, students will be exposed to conversations and spoken narratives, and asked to demonstrate an understanding of the basic messages communicated through these texts.  Students will also receive practice in selective listening as they are asked to listen more discriminately to the more formal aspects of the language. All class sessions will be conducted in English.

Methods of Instruction: Instruction will consist of student-centered strategies, such as big and small group discussions, pair-work, peer tutoring, role-play; computer-assisted learning; games; use of American mass-media, such as newspapers, magazines, television, radio, etc.

Outcomes Assessment: Rubrics are used to evaluate listening and vocabulary quizzes and homework for the presence of course objectives.  Data is collected and analyzed to determine the level of student performance on these assessment instruments in regards to meeting course objectives. The results of this data analysis are used to guide necessary pedagogical and/or curricular revisions.

Course Requirements: All students are required to:
1. Students must attend and participate in all classes and activities.

2. Students must complete all homework assignments and submit them on time.

3. Students must take all listening and vocabulary quizzes as scheduled.
