Course Description: This is a basic English-as-a-second-language reading comprehension course for students who demonstrate first language literacy and some prior exposure to English.  As selections from literature, popular media, and academic texts are read and discussed, students will learn to employ specific reading and pre-reading strategies in order to expand their vocabulary and increase their understanding of written English.  Students will also be challenged to speak and write about the concepts and issues addressed in the class readings.   All class discussions will be conducted in English.

Course Goals: Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to do the following:

Methods of Instruction: Instruction will consist of lectures and student-centered strategies, such as big and small group discussions, pair-work, peer-tutoring, role-play and discovery learning, computer-assisted learning, and/or the use of American mass media, such as newspapers, magazines, television, radio, and music.
Outcomes Assessment: Quiz questions are blueprinted to course objectives. Rubrics are used to evaluate some writing (homework) assignments and reading journals for the presence of course objectives.  Data is collected and analyzed to determine the level of student performance on these assessment instruments in regards to meeting course objectives. The results of this data analysis are used to guide necessary pedagogical and/or curricular revisions.

Course Requirements: All students are required to:

Attend at least 90% of all class sessions.

Take a minimum of four quizzes as scheduled.

All reading assignments from World Folktales must be summarized in a reading journal.  Assignments from Fly Away Home must be followed by an entry in a double-entry journal.  The journal entries, which will provide evidence of achievement of course objectives, will be the basis for class discussion.

Note: Students must demonstrate a minimum of 70% competency to pass this course.
Academic Integrity: Dishonesty disrupts the search for truth that is inherent in the learning process and so devalues the purpose and the mission of the College.  Academic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, the following:
