Course Description: This course is about looking at actual works of art in museums and galleries, rather than seeing reproductions of the works.  Students visit New Jersey and New York art galleries and museums with the instructor.  Students must pay individual admission fees, where required.

Methods of Instruction: Instruction will consist of lectures and field trips.
Outcomes Assessment: Reaction papers assigned as homework are evaluated by a rubric for the presence of course objectives.
